David and Sarah Morey built Morey Mansion in 1890 from the profits of 
her citrus tree nursery.  The house is set on 1.7 acres on the bluff 
overlooking San Timoteo Canyon.    

Then we will take a short driving tour passing by the large Victorians and other estates that line the 
shady streets of this wonderful town to the Historical Landmark, Kimberly Crest Mansion where we 
will have a 45-minute guided tour of the Mansion.  www.kimberlycrest.org   
 

“Mary Kimberly Shirk, an advocate for women’s education and acting 
president of Scripps College during World War II, made a gift of her 
home, Kimberly Crest, to the people of Redlands. The house, an 
excellent example of chateauesque architecture designed by the firm of 
Dennis & Farwell, was constructed in 1897. Mrs. Shirk’s parents 
purchased the house in 1905, adding the magnificent Italian style 
gardens, designed by Parkinson and Bergstrom. In 1909, Mrs. Shirk’s 

father, J. Alfred Kimberly, was a founder of the Kimberly-Clark Paper Company. Her mother, Helen 
Cheney Kimberly, was a strong supporter of the women’s club movement.”   

The town of Redlands in the late 1800’s through the early 1900’s, boasted more millionaires than any 
other city in California. 
 

Directions to Smiley Library : 

If coming from Banning, exit off the 10 freeway at the 'Downtown' Redlands exit.  Turn left.  
Go to the first street after Citrus Avenue (signal light) and turn right on Vine Street (no signal 
light).  The Smiley library is right there. 
 

If coming from Riverside, exit off the 10 freeway at Orange Avenue.  Stay on that off ramp 

until you get to Orange Street (past the first stop sign).  Turn right and go to the first street 
after Citrus Avenue (signal light) and turn right on Vine Street (no signal light). The Smiley 
Library is right there.
